HEDGE TRIMMING

-  a reminder from the Parish Council
Do you have a hedge along the boundary of your house next to a pavement or path? If so it is essential that these hedges are cut well back so as to provide easy access for pedestrians. An overly large hedge that sticks out into the path could mean that in order to get past pedestrians need walk in the road, which could cause a severe accident, or there is the possibility that a passer by may be scratched or poked in the eye. 

If a hedge is not well trimmed, County Highways may request that the offending article be cut back, and they reserve the right, if their request is not acted upon, to do the work but charge you for the expense of the work. It is therefore easier to both parties if you keep the hedge back as County Highways do not have to solve the problem, and it will be cheaper if you sort it yourself. As we shall soon be in the nesting season, you may need to check for bird’s nests before you begin.
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
